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New Refrigeration Technology Would Save Energy and Impact 

  

Scientists have developed a way to replace the organic gases used in most conventional refrigerators. By using 

crystals of neopentyl glycol under pressure, it may be possible to build safer, greener, and more efficient cooling 

systems.  Rather than relying on compression and expansion of gases which requires large quantities of energy, 

propose a solid-state refrigeration system. Instead of compressing and expanding gases, the new system uses solids – 

specifically, neopentyl glycol (NPG, 2,2-dimethylpropane-1,3-diol). This is an inexpensive organic compound widely 

used to synthesize polyesters, paints, lubricants and plasticizers. When NPG and similar crystals are placed under 

pressure by means of a magnetic field, an electric field or mechanical compression, the microscopic structure alters, 

and the crystals get cold quickly.

Can Air Conditioning Help Stop Climate Change Instead of Causing It? 

 

 According to a new paper in Nature Communications, using technology currently in development, AC units in buildings 

could get turned into machines that not only capture CO2, but transform it into a fuel for powering vehicles that are 

difficult to electrify, like cargo ships.  Air conditioners not only use electricity, but that they emit heat as well creating 

urban heat islands in cities.  The proposed technology would incorporate a filter that would absorb CO2 and water from 

the air, an electrolyzer to strip the oxygen molecule from water to get hydrogen which you’d then combine with CO2 to 

get hydrocarbon fuels.  To be carbon neutral, the air conditioners would need to be powered with renewables, but this 

may allow us to be cooler and generate some fuel.
